The following is a portion of the letter that Alayna Hyde sent 
us concerning her upcoming mission trip to Brazil. 
 
Dear Church Family, 
 
I hope that things are going well back home.  Everything is 

going really well in York.  Iôve had a very excitingðand very busyð spring break this 
past weeké.The most exciting news that I have to share with you is that I am involved 
in the Letôs Start Talking ministry.  Through this program, I have the amazing 
opportunity to spend six weeks on a mission trip in Vitoria, Brazil this summer (June 
2-July 14).  My team is comprised of four other York College students and myself.  
When we arrive in Brazil, we will each work with up to fifteen ñreadersò who sign up 
to have one-on-one conversations with us on a regular basis.  We will be helping them 
learn better conversational English by reading through the Book of Luke.  This 
benefits our readers in two ways:  they get to practice their English, and they get to 
learn about God.  I am so excited about this amazing opportunity to grown in my faith 
and to share God with others.  I ask that you please pray for my team, our training, 
our readers, and our trip.  I know that God can use us to do great things in Vitoria! 
 Also, I am looking  for financial support form my friends and family as I cannot 
fund this trip by myself.  I need to raise $3,500, which includes everything I will need 
(food, airfare, etc.), by April 30.  I truly believe that God has amazing plans for my 
team, and I would very greatly appreciate your help in this way.  If you canôt 
contribute financially, I ask that you share in this ministry through your prayers.
