G od wants me to be happy!  Indeed He does!  In fact, God 

wants you to be more than just happy.  He wants you to 
live the “blessed” life!  During His earthly ministry, 

Jesus spoke of true happiness — blessedness — as a reality for 

those who follow Him faithfully (see Matthew 5:3-12). 
 However, there are some in this life who use this sentiment 

to justify continuing to practice sins that they enjoy.  They fail 

to see that while God wants us to be happy, He does not 

condone sin as a means to obtain what we would term as 
happiness. 

 God wants you to be happy, but He does not want you to 

divorce your spouse for someone else whom you think will 
make you happy (Matthew 19:3-9). 

 God wants you to be happy, but he does not want you to 

abandon the purity of His New Testament truth or forsake His 

church to experience the pleasures of worldliness (2 Timothy 
4:2-4; Luke 11:28; James 4:4). 

 God wants you to be happy, but He does not want you to 

destroy your body and your influence for Him through 
addictions and abusive habits (1 Corinthians 6:19-20). 

 The pleasure of sin (Hebrews 11:25) must never be 

confused with the happiness of God, even when it is wrapped 
in religious and social approval.  Find true happiness — God’s
