TODAY’S SERMON TOPICS

Morning Worship: What is Hell Like?
Evening Worship: No Evening Services



If you have ever had the misfortune of stepping in a large puddle, have you take the time to contemplate the
properties of water? Water can completely saturate a material, be it a shoe, sock or pant. Water is one of the most
powerful forces on this planet; it can erode rock, shape, and also form land, and water flowing in caves can create
massive rock formations. Life is impossible without water and our blood is about 95% water. In a spiritual sense |
find that fascinating, as Christ called himself living water and it is His blood that saves us.

Jesus answered her, “If you knew the gift of God and who it is that asks you for a drink, you would have asked
him and he would have given you living water” (John 4:10). Please note that this is not the first time the term,
“Living water” was used. We also see God speak these words to Jeremiah. “My people have committed two sins:
They have forsaken me, the spring of living water, and have dug their own cisterns, broken cisterns that cannot
hold water” (Jeremiah 2:13).

In His words to Jeremiah, God says while He, a spring of living water, was available, His people chose to
ignore it, relying on their own strength, plans and desires. God said it best when he said that relying on ourselves
and what we’ve “created” just doesn’t hold water. To fully partake in the living water we must first allow some of
the properties of water to shape us. We must let God’s streams flow over us eroding our desires and forming us
into what we need to be. His water must completely saturate us and like spectacular monuments we see formed in
caves, we must allow His streams to form in our hearts mighty structures that are shaped by His hand.

As you reflect on that, take a moment to consider something else. Where John 4 was not the first, it is also the
last time we see the term, “Living water” used. We have seen it describing the Father and the Son however, we
also see it referenced to us, at least the Holy Spirit who dwells in us... ““Whoever believes in me, as the Scripture
has said, streams of living water will flow from within him.” By this he meant the Spirit, whom those who believed
in him were later to receive. Up to that time the Spirit had not been given, since Jesus had not yet been glorified
(John 7:38-39).” Think about that one a while. Makes you want to clean up the cistern doesn’t it.
