Of 
only one other man is it said in the Bible that he was 
“great,” and that was John the Baptist (Luke 1:15), and he 
felt unworthy to even unlatch Jesus’ sandal (Luke 3:16).  
Of Jesus it was said, ñFor unto us a child is born, unto us 
a son is given:  and the government shall be upon his 
shoulder:  and his name shall be called Wonderful, 
Counselor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The 
Prince of Peaceò (Isaiah 9:6).  He truly is “wonderful.” 
 

¶ His birth was the greatest of any man (Isaiah 
7:14; Mathew 1:18-23; John 2:10-11; Hebrews 
1:6). 

¶ His life was the greatest ever lived (Hebrews 
4:15; 1 Peter 2:22; 2 Corinthians 5:20; 
Hebrews 5:8; Philippians 2:8). 

¶ His teaching was the greatest of any (Matthew 
7:28-29; John 7:46; Colossians 2:3) 

¶ His death was the greatest of any (John 15:12; 
Galatians 2:20; Ephesians 5:25-27).  It caused 
a thief to repent (Luke 23:42) and a hardened 
pagan soldier to marvel (Mark 15:39)
